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Record sized longnose trevally landed
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A large sized longnose trevally Carangoides
chrysophrys (Cuvier, 1833) was landed at Cochin
Fisheries Harbour on 19t September 2015. Belonging
to the family Carangidae, it was caught by a hook
and line unit operated near Lakshadweep waters.
The fish measured 800 mm in Total length (TL) and
725 mm in fork length (FL), weighing 5.77 kg. The
species is distributed throughout the tropical and
subtropical waters of the Indian and west Pacific The species is considered as a good table fish and
Oceans from South Africa to New Zealand and Japan. has commercial importance.
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
